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Directors Meet 
T h e directors of the N o r t h w e s t T u r f g r a s s A s s o c i -

ation held their first meeting of the new year at the 
W e s t e r n W a s h i n g t o n R e s e a r c h a n d Ex tens ion C e n t e r 
at Puyal lup , W a s h i n g t o n on W e d n e s d a y , D e c e m b e r 
1, 1971. In addit ion to the normal order of bus iness , 
one of the ma jor r ea sons for holding the meeting 
w a s to d i scus s a n d plan the conference a n d p r o g r a m 
for the 26th N o r t h w e s t T u r f g r a s s C o n f e r e n c e . It w a s 
announced at the conference in Y a k i m a that the next 
conference will be at O c e a n Shores , W a s h i n g t o n 
on S e p t e m b e r 26, 27, 28 a n d 29, 1972. A number 
of g o o d topics a n d s p e a k e r s were s u g g e s t e d from 
the var ious directors a n d it is felt that a g o o d pro-
g ram can be rounded out. W e shall proceed at once 
to f inalize the p r o g r a m topics a n d to contact s p e a k e r s 
for next year . 

T h e b o a r d of directors unanimous ly voted to increase 
membership dues from $25 per year to $30. T h e r e 
has been a problem for the pa s t severa l y e a r s o f 
admitt ing non-members to the conference at a price 
cons iderab ly be low the annual membership dues . It 
w a s , therefore, voted unanimous ly b y the directors 
that all non-members a t tending the t u r f g r a s s con-
ference will p a y a registrat ion fee of $30. T h i s 
a l lows everyone at tending the conference to auto-
matical ly become members a n d their membership is 
g o o d until Apri l of the fol lowing year . A f t e r this 
time, they will be billed for new year ' s dues . In a d d -
ition to free a t t endance at the t u r f g r a s s conference , 
members a re provided T u r f g r a s s T o p i c s three t imes 
per y e a r a n d T u r f g r a s s T i m e s , which is a nat ional 
publication. T h e membership is a l so kept on a current 
mailing list to be notif ied of a n y important detai l s 
a n d kept up on current research. T h i s rea l ly isn't 
a l a rge sum for the benef i t s you gain. 

T h e directors d i s cus sed w a y s a n d means of ob-
taining suf f ic ient money to create a research a s s o c i a t e 
position in a g r o n o m y at Puya l lup . Al l the members 
of the assoc iat ion will no doubt be a s k e d to help out 
with this p rogram. It is felt by the research committee 
a n d the directors of the associat ion that a research 
a s soc i a t e who could work c losely with R o y G o s s 
would provide a grea t deal more research in forma-
tion toa l l segments of the t u r f g r a s s industry . R e q u e s t s 
for a s s i s t a n c e on t u r f g r a s s problems a n d the d e m a n d 
for more research on these problems have increased 
cons iderab ly since the research position at P u y a l l u p 
w a s crea ted near ly 14 y e a r s a g o . W e a r e still oper-
at ing the position with one research a n d one technical 
a s s i s tant . W i t h o u t a doubt , another pair of h a n d s 
will s p e e d up our research cons iderably .

g r a s s C o n f e r e n c e entitled " A p p l y i n g ferti l izers through 
irrigation s y s t e m s " . John Pierce from the Joe B e r g e r

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Henry W. Land 
T h e last rites were given for Henry W . Land Sr . 

at the Va l l ey Chapel at Mountain V iew Cemetery 
on Sa turday , November 6, 1971. Henry passed away 
on W e d n e s d a y , November 3, 1971. 

Henry began his work in the turfgrass industry 
in about 1925. H e was active in the construction of 
golf courses and particularly on S a n d Point Golf 
and Country Club in Seattle. Henry left the turf-
gra s s business for brief periods of time between 1925 
and 1950 but a lways returned to the business of 
growing grass . 

Prior to taking over the superintendent's position 
at T a c o m a Country and Golf Club, Henry served 
in the capacity of both superintendent and manager 
of Longview Golf and Country Club at Longview, 
Wash ing ton . 

H e became the superintendent of T a c o m a Country 
and Golf Club in 1950. Henry joined the T u r f g r a s s 
Associat ion in 1951 where he became treasurer until 
1961. In September 1962, Henry was elected pres-
ident of the Association and served for one year in 
that capacity. 

Henry worked diligently with a number of turf-
gras s association people in helping to establish the 
association as a non-profit corporation, exempt from 
federal taxes. T h i s took a lot of time and money 
but was finally accomplished. In addition to his duties 
a s treasurer and president, Henry also served a s 
chairman of the Research Committee on two different 
occasions over the years. 

Without a doubt, Henry was a class A golf course 
superintendent and helped to improve the image of 
all golf course superintendents and to advance the 
profession beyond the s tage of "greens keeping." 
T a c o m a Country and Golf Club was a lways groomed 
to a degree of perfection. 

Henry actively retired from the golf course in 1968 
at the a g e of 62. His health w a s failing at that time 
and he decided he could not keep up with this full 
time pursuit, however, he remained with the golf 
club a s a part-time consultant. 

Henry was presented a life-time honorary mem-
bership in the N . W . T u r f a r a s s Association in Sep-
tember, 1971 at the 25th N . W . T u r f g r a s s Conference 
for outstanding contributions and devotion to the 
tur fgras s industry. W e sincerely extend our sympathy 
to his family. 

Louis Smith 

Louis Smith, father of Arnie Smith, who is the 
present Superintendent of the Elks Allenmore Golf 
Course in Tacoma, passed away at the Orchard Park 
Convelescent Home inTacoma on October 26, 1971 
at the age of 72. Louis was born in N a s Sweden 
April 23, 1899, and was one of nine children. He 
left Sweden on February 24, 1923 and sailed for 
N e w York on the ship Drottingholm with a brother 
and sister and landed in N e w York on March 14, 
1923. T h e fare for the pas sage at that time was $500, 
which is about the same price as it is today. At that 
time they had to pay a head tax of $8 at Ellis Island 
N . Y . before they could continue on their journey 
by train to T a c o m a where a second cousin lived. 

Louis worked at the Gregory furniture factory in 
T a c o m a for awhile and then went on to logging 
jobs in the woods. H e married Inez in 1928. She 
passed away in 1950 and Louis never remarried. 

H e started into the golf course business at the 
T a c o m a Country and Golf Club in 1925 and worked 
there until he retired in 1965. Louis was superinten-
dent of the T a c o m a Country and Golf Club at the 
time that Henry Land came. Due to his wife's ill 
health, Louis could not assume the responsibilities 
of superintendent and asked to step down and work 
a s an assistant for Henry. 

Af ter 1965, Louis found that he did not like being 
retired so went to work for his son at the Elks Allen-
more Golf Course in March of 1966 and stayed 
until his health failed in July of 1970. 
Ed. Note.- . . . Louis Smith was one of these dedicated 
golf course employees who was a lways somewhat 
in the background. There never was a more depend-
able or trustworthy superintendent or assistant who 
was more concerned about the well-being of a golf 
course than Louis Smith. His forty years at the 
Tacoma Country and Golf Club is evidence of his 
love and dedication for this type of work. Strangely 
enough, Louis Smith passed away about one week 
before Henry Land Sr .

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Turfgrass Loss 
B y R o y L . G o s s 

O c c a s i o n a l l y , ma jor d i s a s te r s or ca lamit ies happen 
to t u r f g r a s s e s for known or unknown rea sons . S o m e -
times this comes in the form of acc idents , poor cal i-
brat ion, mi s t akes in we igh ing a n d measur ing , a n d 
somet imes just outr ight s a b o t a g e . R e g a r d l e s s of the 
manner of t u r f g r a s s loss the important quest ion is, 
h o w do you get it back . 

O n e must first determine, if poss ib le , how the turf 
w a s killed. If burned with fertilizer, f requent h e a v y 
f lushing with wate r is a b o u t the only solution. T h i s 
w o r k s quite e f fect ive ly , e spec ia l ly on s a n d . If the 
problem is chemical then w e must be ab le to determine 
w h a t t y p e of chemical c a u s e d the problem. T h i s can 
only b e determined if it can be t raced . Acc identa l 
in jury can usua l ly be t raced , however s a b o t a g e 
f requent ly cannot . U n f o r t u n a t e l y , the cost of a n a l y -
tical l abora tor ie s for ana lyz ing poss ib le r e a s o n s for 
g r a s s kill is u sua l ly prohibitive. U n l e s s a person h a s 
def in i te c lues , too m a n y tests h a v e to be conducted 
to so lve the problem. 

If g r a s s is acc identa l ly killed or in jured from m a -
terials such a s p a r a q u a t or organic ar senica l s such 
a s P h y t a r - 5 6 0 , then re seed ing , stolonizing or sodd ing 
can b e accompl i shed a lmos t immediate ly , (within two 
to four d a y s t ime) at the r ight time of the year . If 
the turf kil led b y soil s ter i lants , p re-emergence herb-
icides or other pest ic ides , the problem is not so e a s y 
to whip . H e r e is a s imple p rocedure that you m a y 
cons ider fo l lowing in the c a s e of turf loss from a n y 
cause . 

R e m o v e four or f ive s ix- inch s q u a r e sect ions of 
s o d with about two inches of soil. R e m o v e these 
s q u a r e s r a n d o m l y over the a f f e c t e d a rea . P l a c e them 
in mois t c h a m b e r s or in a g reenhouse under ideal 
condi t ions a n d over seed them with b e n t g r a s s . U n d e r 
ideal condit ions , b e n t g r a s s should germinate in four 
to six d a y s if there is no chemical toxicity. A like 
number of s q u a r e s of s o d a n d soil should b e r emoved 
a n d w a s h e d thoroughly ( l e a c h e d ) with water , p laced 
in the g reenhouse a n d p lanted in a s imilar manner . 
A third set of s q u a r e s should be removed, leached 
a n d t rea ted with carbon ( ac t iva ted charcoa l ) a t the 
ra te of 10 lbs. per 1000 sq . ft. p l aced in the green-
house or moist chamber a n d p lanted . If the problem 
is of a t e m p o r a r y nature , the first p rocedure will 
so lve it. If the problem is c a u s e d from a materia l 
that is so luble or can be leached , the s econd choice 
will help. If the mater ia l h a s a res idual act ion a n d 
cannot b e leached, then poss ib ly the use of ac t iva ted 
charcoa l will help to tie up the chemical c aus ing the 
problem. 

D i c k M a l p a s s , Super in tendent of R iver s ide G o l f 
a n d C o u n t r y Club , Por t l and , O r e g o n a n d a Direc tor 
of the Go l f C o u r s e Super in tendent ' s A s s o c i a t i o n of 
A m e r i c a , recently exper ienced one of these d i sa s te r s . 
T h e editor e x a m i n e d six d e a d g reens which h a d 
smal l a r e a s of living g r a s s due to s p r a y pat tern or 
h o s e marks , etc. S i n c e no toxic mater ia l s w e r e being 
u s e d in a n y treatment p r o g r a m , it is su spec ted that 
the c a u s e w a s a b a d joke or s a b o t a g e . A t the present 
time, D i c k h a s g r a s s germinat ing on all the g reens 
but the total p r o c e s s will be s low in recovery .

It t akes a ca lamity or d i sa s ter to remind us that 

certain precaut ions should a l w a y s be taken. W e nor-
mal ly do not think of them until they happen but 
they occas iona l ly do a n d the extra caution is worth 
the time it takes . B e f o r e us ing your s p r a y rig for 
appl icat ions of fungic ides , herbicides, insecticides, or 
fertil izers, it wou ld be wi se to thoroughly f lush a n d 
neutra l ize the tank, pump, hoses a n d boom. T h i s 
f lushing a n d neutral izing procedure should be fol-
lowed when chang ing from one chemical use to an-
other on t u r f g r a s s e s . It is a g o o d idea to clean a n d 
f lush s p r a y equipment be fore s tor ing a n d l ikewise a 
g o o d s a f e t y precaut ion to clean a n d f lush be fore re-
us ing . T o da te there h a s been no clue a s to the 
exac t material that c a u s e d the loss at Rivers ide , but 
it is r e a s o n a b l y s a f e to a s s u m e that it w a s probably 
a contact herbicide. W e are sorry that it happened 
to Dick but it could happen to anyone , so precaution 
should be the w a t c h w o r d .

Charlie Wilson: 

1. In your opinion, which is the best chemical 
method for Poa annua control? 

2. W h a t ef fect does s and particle size have upon 
turf vigor or quality in such things a s putting 
greens or playf ie lds? W e a s sume that vigor will 
a f fec t weeds and diseases , etc. 

3. T w e n t y years a g o we had lots of pearlwort 
around the country. N o w it is not so bad. W h y ? 

Bill Bengeyfield: 

If you were a golf course superintendent today, 
would you plant seed or stolonize new putting 
greens? 

2. W o u l d you use pre-emergence herbicides on 
putting greens today? 

3. H o w do weed and feed materials compare with 
straight weed or fertilization programs, in your 
opinion? 

D r . C . J . Gould: 

1. In your experience do you feel that vegative c 
s lowly creeping bentgrasses are more disease re 
sistant than non-creeping type? 

2. Previously, Mercury reportedly caused thinning 
of turf. D o you feel that the new non-mercurial 
fungicides will have an effect on turf thinning? 

3. In your opinion, are liquid fungicidal applications 
more effective than dry or granular materials? 

Frank Zook: 

1. D o you feel that seed head inhibition is a good 
approach to Poa annua control? 

2. D o you feel that you can use Banvel herbicides 
sa fe ly in tur fgras s programs on both high-cut 
and low-cut tur fgras ses? 

3. D o you feel that mechanical programs in turf-
gras ses , whether it is in lawn type or putting 
green turf, will a f fect weed or disease popula-
tions. 

Milt Bauman: 

1. H a v e you tried pre-emergence herbicides with 
any success? 

2. H o w does water application ( irrigation) a f fect 
diseases and weeds and turf? In other words , 
do you think irrigation is an important factor 
a s it relates to this problem? 

3. W h a t types of summer injury may occur which 
will a f fect turf later in the fall to allow weeds 
or diseases to build up? 

T h i s panel was moderated by Dr . Roy G o s s . A f te r 
each panel member was presented his question and 
had an opportunity to give a brief answer, other pan-
elists were asked to either agree or disagree. T h i s 
stimulated a good deal of vigorous discussion and 
also stimulated a considerable amount of audience 
participation. T h i s panel was scheduled for T h u r s d a y 
afternoon from 1:15 - 2:30 but it did not conclude 
until 3 :00 pm or later. T h e rest of the afternoon w a s 
devoted to private meetings or recreational pursuits.
