The origins and development of \Vestem Civi­
lization as seen through an interdisciplinary 
study of the history, literature, philosophy, re­
ligion, and art of classical Rome and of the 
beginnings of the Judeo·Christian tradition. This 
course is the equivalent of the second half of 
201. 

201. Humanities in the Western World

The origins and development of Western Civi­
lization as seen through an interdisciplinary 
study of the history, literature, philosophy, re­
ligion, and art of the civilizations of Greece and 
Rome and of the Judea-Christian tradition.
