Further presentation and dis· 
cussion of original oral and written texts on aspects of 
Russian life and culture. 

211. Second-Year Conversational Rullllian 
Fall, Spring. 2(2-0} A student may earn a 

maximum of 4 credits in all enrollments for this course.

231. Russian Literature in Translation:
